In Aichi, this is the first course of its kind like no other high school programs. All students in
this course will study in New Zealand for a year staying with a family. During their stay,
they will be exposed to a different culture. This course is aimed at making
students internationally-minded people. All credits earned in New Zealand will
be accredited to the students’ scholastic records in Japan. Students will be able to
graduate in three years. Students will aim to pass STEP 2nd grade, a high score
on TOEFL and also try to enter elite private universities. In addition, a
three-month course instead of one year studying abroad is available.
